Rate Order for Adjustment for Basic Cable Television Programming




David Harris of Piedmont Triad Council of Governrteeadvised the Board that they are authorized by
the FCC to regulate rates associated with basigranoming services. Cable operators may file foe rat
adjustments on an annual basis, using FCC Form. II2d4@ Warner has filed Form 1240 requesting rate
adjustments for basic programming services for hibin Asheboro System (decrease of 19¢) and
Archdale System (decrease of 11¢). Mr. Harris dtdtet staff at PTCOG had examined this rate
adjustment filing and found that Time Warner’'s namsbare accurate and that they had followed the FCC
procedures.

On motion of Kemp, seconded by Mason, the Boardimmusly approved the following ORDER:

WHEREAS, the County of Randolph ("County") has been dulyifeed by the Federal Communications
Commission to regulate cable rates for TiM&arner Cable withinthe unincorporated limits of the

County and as may be further defined in the curr€able Television Ordinance and Franchise
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, on September 25, 1998, Time Warner Cable filed i&édeéommunications Commission
("FCC") Form 1240's, with the County, requestingae adjustment as provided for in the current
provisions of the FCC regulations; and

WHEREAS, the aforementioned FCC Form 1240's were examinethéyPiedmont Triad Council of
Governments in accordance with agreement between the Piedmont Triad Council oe@owuents and
the County; and

WHEREAS, the calculations and justifications for the requebtrate adjustments were found to be
consistent with applicable rate regulation rules @siblished by the Federal Communications
Commission;

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF RANDOLPH
DOTH ORDER:

Resolution for Refinancing of Cross Road Facility

Mary Nash Rusher of Hunton and Williams, bond celifigsr Cross Road Rest and Retirement Center,
explained that in 1982 the Randolph County Healtavdlopment Authority was formed through
appointment by the County Commissioners. The Authassued revenue bonds for Cross Road for a
116-bed home for the aged. In 1992 these bonds me@irenced, at which time Cross Road added an
Alzheimer unit and independent living quarters. 3r&oad now wants to refinance these bonds through
the NC Medical Care Commission. When the bondpaie off, title goes to the County; then the County
will transfer title to Cross Road through a proaedoutlined in NCGS 160A-279.

Alan Pugh, County Attorney, stated for the recdrdttEd Gavin of his law firm had been retained by
Cross Road to handle certain property mattersignttansaction, but not to serve as bond counsel.



On motion of Kemp, seconded by Mason, the Boardimmusly approved the following resolution
approving the refinancing of the Cross Road RedtRetirement Center and the transfer of the facilit

WHEREAS, the Randolph County Health Development Authotitg, (the "Authority") is a nonprofit
corporation existing under Chapter 55A of the Nd@trolina General Statutes; and whereas, the Board
of Commissioners of Randolph County (the "Courgghjtrols the Authority in that it appoints the Bdar
of Directors of the Authority; and

WHEREAS, in 1992 the Authority issued its $2,055,000 Fivkirtgage Refunding Revenue Bonds (The
Cross Road Rest and Retirement Center, Inc., Bggilberies 1992 (the "1992 Bonds") pursuant to a
Restated Indenture of Trust dated as of July 12189ween the Authority and Reliance Trust Company,
as trustee (the "Trustee"); and

WHEREAS, the proceeds of the 1992 Bonds were used toddhenAuthority's First Mortgage Revenue
Bonds (The Cross Road Retirement Center, Inc. iBgciBeries 1982 (the "1982 Bonds"), the proceeds
of which were used in the acquisition, renovatitumnishing and equipping of a 116-bed home for the
aged and disabled located near the City of AsheboRandolph County (the "Facility"); and

WHEREAS, the Facility was leased to The Cross Road ResdtRetirement Center, Inc. ("Cross Road"),
a nonprofit corporation organized and existing undéhapter 55A of the North Carolina General
Statutes and exempt under Section 501(c)(3) ofriteznal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the
"Code") pursuant to a Restated Lease Agreementdadeof July 1, 1992, which provided, among other
things, for payments by Cross Road sufficient §otha debt service on the 1992 Bonds; and

WHEREAS, the 1982 Bonds and the 1992 Bonds were issudidel¥uthority acting "on behalf of,’ the
County pursuant to IRS Revenue Ruling 63-20 ("63-2M0\d, in order to satisfy the requirements of 63
20, the County approved the formation of the Auth@nd the issuance of the 1992 Bonds and the 1982
Bonds, and agreed to accept title to the Facilitg@the 1992 Bonds have been paid in full; and

WHEREAS, upon issuance of the 1992 Bonds, the Authoriégweed a warranty deed and a bill of sale
(the "Conveyance Instruments”) to the County cangegll of its interest in the Facility to the Cayn
and delivered the Conveyance Instruments to thet@ey to be held in trust and delivered to the @pun
upon full payment of the Bonds or upon provisianféidl payment of the principal, premium, if anyda
accrued interest on the 1992 Bonds; and

WHEREAS, Cross Road has proposed that the North Carolinadigal Care Commission (the
"NCMCC") issue its Health Facilities Revenue Bofilse Cross Road Rest and Retirement Center, Inc.
Project), Series 1998 (the "Bonds") in the prin¢ipmount of approximately $5,900,000, the proce#ds
which would be loaned to Cross Road and used taisedghe Facility from the County and retire the
1992 Bonds, to refund existing debt used to finaheeindependent living units located on the same
premises as the Facility, and to finance approxghat$l,000,000 in additional renovations to the
Alzheimer's Care Center that is adjacent to theildgrand

WHEREAS, NCGS § 160A-279 permits the County to transfeperty by private sale to any nonprofit
entity that carries out a public purpose so longsagh entity covenants to continue to use the ptppe
for a public purpose; and



WHEREAS, the County finds it to be in the County's betrast to transfer its interest in the Facility to
Cross Road for a nominal sum of $10.00 in connectigh the redemption of the 1992 Bonds and the
refinancing of the Facility;

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF RANDOLPH,
NORTH CAROLINA:

1. The County hereby finds that the refinancinghef Facility by the Authority, the redemption oé th
1992 Bonds, and the transfer of the Facility to €r&oad is in the best interest of the County.

2. The Board hereby approves the execution andvetgliby the Authority of any documents or
certificates that may be required in connectionhwihe execution and delivery of the Bonds, the
redemption of the 1992 Bonds and the transfer @fRdcility, and any other actions taken by theceffs

of the Authority in connection therewith.

3. The Board hereby authorizes and directs the @ or Vice Chairman of the Board, and the County
Manager and Finance Officer, or any of them, updwriee of the County Attorney and bond counsel for
the Bonds, to take such action as may be requicedransfer the Facility to Cross Road, for
consideration of $10.00, in connection with theemgtion of the 1992 Bonds, including but not lichite
execution and delivery of such deeds and billsaté s may be necessary for such redemption and
transfer. The Clerk of the Board shall attest aedlssuch documents as require the Clerk’s attestati
and the County seal. The documents referred tchigm Resolution providing for the transfer of the
Facility shall include covenants or conditions whiassure that the Facility will continue to be pata
public use by Cross Road.

4. The Board hereby directs the Clerk to publishagosummarizing this resolution as required by NECG
160A-267.

5. This resolution shall take effect immediately.

Resolution Concerning Work First Transitional/Employment Transportation Assistance Funds

Candie Rudzinski, Randolph County Senior Adult Assition, reported that NC Department of
Transportation is for the second year providingheemunty with operating assistance funds to help me
Work First and employment transportation needs. @iieon dollars will be provided through a formula
allocation. Randolph County’s portion is $14,36@ &d hoc group made up of the Frank Willis, County
Manager; Martha Sheriff, Social Services Directorg Russ Keeney, Community Transportation System;
as required by the State, has determined the apat®pentity to receive these funds. They are
recommending that the Senior Adults Associationpehalf of the Community Transportation System,
RCATS, be designated to receive these funds.

On motion of Davis, seconded by Holmes, the Boarahumously adopted a resolution, as follows,

WHEREAS, the SFY 1998-99 funds are available for eligipfegram costs for the period specified by
the North Carolina Department of Transportation;dan

WHEREAS, the Randolph County Board of Commissioners hgsosed the local entity designated to
receive the operating allocation for Work First aachployment transportation; and

WHEREAS, the Randolph County Board of Commissioners hesssures and certifies that it will
comply with state statutes, executive orders ardadministrative requirements which relate to
applications, made to and assistance received tl@North Carolina Department of Transportation for
the Work First Transitional/Employment TranspomatiAssistance Program.

has indicated that there will be no problem witindividual driveways.

John Ferguson, 915 Riverbend Drive, Advance, said he would puy @mne entrance to the highway if
D.O.T. would let him put half of the frontage road their right-of-way, or he could make 2 lots €har
driveway.

Harry Goodman, area resident, opposed the number of drivewayspthn

Brent Pauly, 5798 Hwy 49, opposed more density in the poputadf the area.

Ray Voncannon, whose father is an adjoining property owner, egped concern about groundwater
supply.

Chairman Frye closed the public hearing. The Balisdussed the possibility of some sort of buffanezo

along the front of the lots proposed for the Howrett request. The applicant stated that a ndaffier
of 25 feet would be acceptable.
